Since the UN was founded in October 1945 amid a burst of idealism in the
aftermath of the second world war, its cannier leaders have understood that
their principal power stemmed from the pulpit: they can publicly shame and

scold the member states.

Dag Hammarskjold, the flamboyant second secretary-general, who died in a
mysterious plane crash in 1961 while mediating in the Congo, was the most
artful exponent of this approach. When he spoke, the world listened. It was he
who uttered the words that on the UN’s better days still enshrine its mission.
“The UN was created not to lead mankind to heaven,” he said. “But to save

humanity from hell.”

The current secretary-general, the more cautious Antonio Guterres, likes on
occasion to maintain that tradition of speaking out. Last week he summoned a
press conference at the UN headquarters and lacerated Israel over its offensive
in the Gaza Strip. His language was stark and stripped of trademark UN

diplomatese.

“We are seeing massive Killing of civilians ... And we are seeing dramatic
obstacles to the distribution of humanitarian aid,” he said. “The truth is that

this is something that is morally, politically and legally intolerable.”

The world, however, seems no longer to be listening. The wars raging in
Ukraine, Gaza and Sudan have underlined an impression that the order
enshrined in the UN charter is in tatters, current and former UN officials
concede. The UN often appears a mere spectator to a world where increasingly

might is right.

“Guterres does say quite bold things. But he is now dismissed as on the
sidelines and not a player,” says Lord Mark Malloch-Brown, a former head of
the UN Development Programme who was also deputy secretary-general under
Kofi Annan in 2006. “The briefing room in Kofi’s day brimmed with

journalists. Now it’'s more mausoleum than press room.”

For UN officials, criticism is nothing new. American conservatives have long
seen the UN as a brake on US power and accused it of being too partial to the
views of the global south and progressive causes. Developing countries have in
turn accused it of being at times biased in favour of the west. As the UN has
expanded — it has over 40,000 mandates, according to its own figures — it has
also gained a reputation in the field as a bureaucratic behemoth ill-equipped

for a fast-paced world. 6

But as world leaders meet in New York this week for the annual UN General
Assembly, there is a sense that on its 80oth anniversary the UN is facing its
most intense pressure yet over its purpose. Even the pope has joined in the
critiques. Earlier this month, in his first interview since his election as head of
the Catholic Church in May, he said “it seems to be generally recognised” the
UN has lost its ability “to bring people together”.

At the heart of the crisis is the deadlock in the Security Council, the body
charged by the UN charter with overseeing international peace and security.
Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine in 2022 shattered the idea of the
inviolability of national borders and led to paralysis at the Security Council,
where it — along with the US, China, Britain and France — has veto-wielding
status. And now Donald Trump’s combatively unilateralist US administration
is, in different ways, flouting and undermining the world body’s founding

prescriptions and values.

“The UN at 80 is facing two crises at once, within and without,” says Nader
Mousavizadeh, a senior UN aide to Annan in the late 1990s. “The crisis within
stems from 20 years of decaying authority, decaying capability and decaying
impact, particularly among those it is most needed for, the poorest, and people

in conflict zones.

“The crisis without stems from a return to great power conflict and
competition, and a paralysis in the Security Council not seen in 50 years,” he
says. “And this is at a time when a founding member, the most important
power in the world, America, acts in every way as if the UN is an irrelevance,

except when it considers it an active obstacle.”

Externally the UN faces a third challenge, he adds, posed by emerging would-
be competitor groupings — driven by the powerhouses of the global south as
well as traditional supporters in Europe, with Canada, whose frustration with
an unreformed UN is leading them to plan new partnerships for development
and global health. “For the UN, this triple crisis is existential,” says

Mousavizadeh, now chief executive of Macro Advisory Partners.

So far this year, Republican lawmakers have introduced more than 20 pieces of
legislation targeting the UN, and US participation in it. Proposed measures
have ranged from prohibiting foreign aid to countries that vote with America
“less than 50 per cent” of the time to bills that would mandate a complete US

withdrawal from the UN and a closing of its headquarters. 9

And then there is Israel. This has long been one of the biggest bones of
contention for Washington in its UN relationship. “Israel sees the UN as a
hostile force, including the secretariat and a large number of the member
states,” says William Grant, who served at the US mission to the UN during
Barack Obama’s administration. “So the US role has often been to try to defend

and fend off attacks against Israel.”

The global outcry over the civilian cost of Israel’s 23-month war in Gaza,
triggered by Hamas’s attack on October 7 2023, has accentuated the tension.
“The Trump administration has taken that critique [of the UN] to a new level,”
says Peter Rough, director of the Center on Europe and Eurasia at the Hudson

Institute, a conservative think-tank.

If the UN did not get its “act together”, Trump warned in February, “they’re
going to end up losing their credibility like other organisations and then they’re
going to be nothing”.

Forty-six nations, including the four sponsors, were originally invited to the San Francisco Conference: nations which had
declared war on Germany and Japan and had subscribed to the United Nations Declaration.

One of these nations - Poland - did not send a
representative because the composition of its new
government was not announced until too late for the
conference. Therefore, a space was left for the
signature of Poland, one of the original signatories of
the United Nations Declaration. At the time of the
conference there was no generally recognized Polish
Government, but on June 28, such a government was
announced and on October 15, 1945 Poland signed the
Charter, thus becoming one of the original Members.

Fifty Nations, Soon To Be United

The conference itself invited four other states - the
Byelorussian Soviet Socialist Republic, the Ukrainian
Soviet Socialist Republic, newly-liberated Denmark and
Argentina. Thus delegates of fifty nations in all,
gathered at the City of the Golden Gate, representatives
of over eighty per cent of the world's population, people
of every race, religion and continent; all determined to
set up an organization which would preserve peace
and help build a better world. They had before them the

Selecting New York

On 10 December 1945, the Congress
of the United States unanimously
resolved to invite the United Nations
to establish its permanent home in
that country. Thereafter, the decision
to locate the United Nations near
New York City was made by the
General Assembly at its first session,
held in London on 14 February 1946.

During the latter half of 1946,
following selection of the United
States as host country, a special
United Nations site committee
studied possible locations in such
places as Philadelphia, Boston and
San Francisco. While consideration
was given at first to areas north of
New York City, crowded Manhattan
had not been seriously investigated.
A last-minute offer of $8.5 million by
John D. Rockefeller, Jr., for the
purchase of the present site was accepted by a large majority of the General Assembly on 14
December 1946. New York City completed the site parcel by additional gifts of property.

The site chosen by the United Nations was a run-down area of slaughterhouses, light industry
and a railroad barge landing.

The Quest for

Palestinian Statehood:
What to Know

Palestinians have pursued statehood for more than a
century. As the Israel-Hamas war in the Gaza Strip
continues, some countries have announced their intent to
recognize the Palestinian territories as a sovereign nation—

but full independence and UN membership remain elusive.

As the conflict and humanitarian crisis in the Gaza Strip continues,
Australia, Canada, and the United Kingdom (UK) agreed on
September 21 to formally recognize Palestinian statehood. The
countries made the announcement on the eve of the high-level week
of the annual UN General Assembly (UNGA) meeting in New York,
and several other nations—Belgium, France, and Portugal—are

expected to take up the issue during the summit.

In his announcement to formally recognize a Palestinian state—
although a largely symbolic move—Australian Prime Minister
Anthony Albanese said this decision by his country, Canada, and
the UK is “part of a coordinated international effort to build new

momentum for a two-state solution.”

The handful of countries that intend to change their position on statehood—
notably close U.S. allies such as Australia, Belgium, Canada, France, and the UK
—have cited the deteriorating situation in Gaza as the reason for the shift.
France’s foreign minister said in a statement that “after twenty-two months of
fruitless attempts, we cannot hope for a lasting ceasefire without sketching out a
shared vision for what comes after the war in Gaza.” Likewise, Australian Prime
Minister Anthony Albanese justified his country’s push for Palestinian
independence as “humanity’s best hope to break the cycle of violence in the
Middle East and to bring an end to the conflict, suffering, and starvation in

Gaza.”

Leaders have announced their countries’ policy shifts after many faced intense
internal pressure from their populations. Each of those countries has
constituencies largely critical of Israel, CFR Middle East expert Steven Cook
said. “The situation [in Gaza] is really bad. I think leaders feel like they need to

do something, so they have decided to recognize a Palestinian state.” -
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[FONTE: Council on Foreign Relations, 22/09/2025]

Though humanitarian concerns dominate public rhetoric, some experts suggest
domestic politics are the real driver. “Recognition of Palestine is not just, or even
mostly, a foreign policy issue in countries like Australia, the UK, or France,
where Muslims outnumber Jews by ten to one or more,” CFR Middle East expert
Elliott Abrams told CFR. “It is a domestic political move meant to appeal to the

Muslim voting block.”

The Donald Trump administration has rebuked recent efforts for a two-state
solution, calling them “a slap in the face to the victims of October 7 and a reward
for terrorism,” and saying it would “not participate in this insult but continue to
lead real-world efforts to end the fighting.” In line with this posture, the
administration stopped issuing most kinds of visitor visas to Palestinian passport
holders starting in August, according to the New York Times. The decision
effectively bars Palestinians, including senior officials, from attending UNGA or
traveling to the United States for business, education, or medical purposes. A
State Department spokesperson said the move was in line with U.S. national

security interests, without providing details.

Since then, the United Nations has continued to adopt resolutions on the
Palestinian territories, including those relating to the advancement of
Palestinian rights, the ongoing Israeli-Palestinian conflict, and the broader status
of Palestine within the UN system. To date, the Palestinian delegation has joined
several core UN human rights treaties, including the International Covenant on
Civil and Political Rights, and is party to major institutions such as the
International Criminal Court. But despite overwhelming support for Palestinian
statehood in the General Assembly, full UN membership remains out of reach

due to opposition within the Security Council—primarily from the United States.

What is the UN process for granting full membership?

A state seeking UN membership must first apply to the secretary-general, who
forwards the application to the Security Council. The application needs to obtain
affirmation from at least nine of the Council’s fifteen members and avoid a veto
from any of the five permanent members. If successful, the application moves to
the General Assembly, where a two-thirds majority vote is required for final

approval.

Is Palestinian statehood achievable?

The idea of a two-state solution has long been a central component of peace
efforts, primarily through the 1993 Oslo Accords—a series of agreements aimed
at creating mutual recognition between Israel and the PLO, establishing self-
governance for Palestinians (though the Accords do not mention statehood), and
achieving a peaceful resolution to the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. But experts
contend that it will take a lot more than a handful of countries making sweeping
announcements supporting statehood for actual independence in Gaza. Another
complicating factor is the fragmented state of Palestinian leadership, divided
between Hamas in Gaza and the PA in the West Bank, with little sign of a unified
political vision. While this division raises doubts about the feasibility of a two-
state solution, some analysts argue that it could still serve broader strategic
interests, including by helping the emergence of more moderate Palestinian

leaders and improving Israel’s long-term security.

Cook sees the new announcements of statehood support as mostly virtue

signaling. These countries are facing pressure from domestic constituencies who
are against Israel’s war, but their change in policy likely won’t yield a meaningful
difference for Palestinians on the ground, he said. “At this moment, there’s very,
very little appetite in Israel to have a debate over a two-state solution,” Cook told

CFR.

Even if most of the United Nations votes to endorse Palestinian statehood,
official recognition still requires Security Council approval, a step many experts
agree is unlikely due to current U.S. opposition. If the United States were to vote
yes, which Cook says is certainly plausible under another leader, it’s important

not to overstate the U.S. influence over Israel.

“I think that if there were a Palestinian state, there would be a broad
international effort to help it be successful,” Cook said. But ultimately, “no
matter what anyone does, the power lies in the hands of the Israelis.” No external
state’s recognition will change the outlook on sovereignty, he said, as “the

change has to come within Israeli society—but by that time, it may be too late.”

Statehood in Motion?

Thinking Aloud on the Legal Relevance of Recognizing
Palestine

10.06.2024

As of recently the vast majority of states recognizes Palestine as one of them. With 143 votes in favor the
UN General Assembly adopted Resolution ES-10/23 on 10 May 2024. For some supporters this step was
merely a reiteration of a position taken long ago. Others, especially western states, took a novel stance by
recognizing Palestine explicitly. Spain, Ireland and Norway made headlines by — formally and individually
- recognizing Palestine’s statehood beyond the UN resolution.

International lawyers tend to meet the widespread recognition of Palestine with a degree of reservation.
After all, the majority opinion holds (p. 470) that recognition is not constitutive (Art. 3) for statehood, but
merely declaratory (p. 21). Instead, international lawyers direct their attention at whether an entity meets
the objective criteria for statehood: a permanent population, living in a defined territory and organizing
itself under an effective government (cf. Art. 1 Montevideo Convention; Georg Jellinek, Allgemeine
Staatslehre, pp. 394-434).

Recap of Recognition and Statehood

The two main pillars of the discourse on recognition and statehood are the constitutive and the
declaratory theory, with a few hybrid theories (cf. p. 23-34) in between.

Under the constitutive theory, declarations of recognition by other states are decisive for the legal
existence of an entity as a state. To me, the strongest legal argument for the constitutive theory is this:

As legal persons under and subjects of international law, states have rights and obligations vis-a-vis other
states, simply by virtue of being equally sovereign as states. This means that the existence of every new
state creates obligations of the previously existing states in relation to the new state’s territory and
government. Such obligations can generally not be incurred without or even against a state’s sovereign
will.

The strongest arguments against the constitutive theory are by default arguments for the declaratory
theory, according to which only objective criteria matter for an entity’s statehood. One of these
counterarguments is that reliance on recognition would ultimately subject the concept at the heart of
statehood, namely a people’s self-determination (see para. 102), to the calculations of other states.
Recognition could be withheld for political, religious or other reasons that do not warrant the restriction of
self-determination. Another argument against recognition and in favor of demanding objective elements,
indicating the effective exercise of self-determination, is this: A core benefit of international law and a
major incentive for states to observe it is the rule-based stability and predictability that an international
order provides. These values are at stake, if it is uncertain, who international law’s subjects are. If
statehood existed as a relative concept, contingent upon who recognizes whom, the purpose of a (hardly
enforceable!) international order would be severely undermined.

1. No quadro da "Conferéncia internacional de alto nivel para a resolucao pacifica da questao
palestiniana e a implementacao da solucdo dos dois Estados”, realizada na ONU em Nova lorque,
de 28 a 30 de julho de 2025, o Estado Portugués, juntamente com um conjunto de outros paises,
reexaminou a questao e as condicoes para o reconhecimento de um Estado da Palestina.

2. Dos multiplos contactos havidos, péde estabelecer-se que muitos dos Estados com que
Portugal tem concertado posicdes sobre a matéria evidenciaram disponibilidade para iniciar o
procedimento de reconhecimento do Estado Palestiniano em face:

e das garantias apresentadas pela Autoridade Palestiniana;

e da disposicdo de reconhecimento e normalizacdo das relagdes com Israel por parte de um
ndmero significativo de Estados arabes;

e da evolucdo altamente preocupante do conflito, seja na dimensao humanitaria, seja na repetida
alusao a possibilidade de anexacao de territdrios palestinianos.

3. O Governo portugués pela voz do Primeiro-Ministro, na Assembleia da Republica, por mais do
gue uma vez, explicitou os pressupostos ou condi¢des para arranque de um processo de

reconhecimento. O primeiro pressuposto era a concertacdo com um conjunto de paises com quem temos mantido um didlogo permanente e que
participaram ativamente nesta conferéncia. Por outro lado, as condicdes preenchidas pela Autoridade Palestiniana, devem ter-se por verificadas em
funcdo das garantias apresentadas e largamente validadas pelos Estados presentes na Conferéncia. A saber:

4. Em conclusao da ativa participacao de Portugal nesta Conferéncia, e da verificagdo das condi¢cdes acima mencionadas, o Governo decidiu promover
a auscultacao de sua Exceléncia o Senhor Presidente da Republica e dos Partidos Politicos com representacdo na Assembleia da Republica, com vista a
